Salas Family Forms Small Group

We previously announced that the Salas Family has broken off to form their own, family-specific
group. It now has only 30+ members, according to records we have teturned to them. They have
conducted themselves poorly, and we confirmed with San Gabriel Police Dept. that Andy Salas was
recently arrested for assault and battery.

The shrinking Dunlap Group falsely intimated the Salas Family is joining them. The Salas Family
and Dunlap-Carmelo are two among six splinter Groups.

DIRECTIONS TO ELYSIAN PARK (NEAR DODGER STADIUM AND
DOWNTOWN)

From North: Take 110 FWY South, exit at Academy Road. Continue straight along Academy Rd.,
turn right onto Park Drive and enter Elysian Park. Continue straight to picnic area #9 on right-hand
side. Park carefully along curbside.

From South: Take 110 FWY North, exit at Academy Rd/Solano Avenue. Turn right onto Amador
Street, immediately turn right again onto Amador Place, and turn left onto Solano Avenue. Solano
Avenue becomes Academy Rd., turn right onto Park Drive and enter Elysian Park.
