President F. King Alexander
awards 50 Presidential Scholarships each year, almost all of which go to valedictorians from California’s
high schools. For the 50 spots, over 700 valedictorians apply.

He is a Gabrielino and a great
representative of our Tribe. President Alexander wanted to recognize the long history that CSULB shares
with the Tribe, and increase his outreach to the Native American community in Los Angeles County.
